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This sort of data is invaluable if 
you want to generate donations 

from individuals.
You may find it difficult to identify 
and communicate with potential 

supporters, or evidence your 
impact, without it. Think about 

how your group can start to 
gather this information.

Is the project you want to 
fundraise for clearly defined?
Do you know what you want, 
why you want it, how much it 
will cost and the difference it 

will make?

Before you begin fundraising 
you need to create your ‘case 
for support’ and be specific - 
general fundraising generally 
isn’t successful. Go back to 

section 2 of this guide.
